Narrator: In February of 2019, with Pope Francis leading the way for ecumenicism, the pontiff and Grand Imam Sheikh Ahmed Al Tayeb, who is considered Sindhi Islam’s highest authority, signed a document entitled The Document on Human Fraternity for World Peace and Living Together, also known as the Abu Dhabi declaration. The document calls on followers of the three Abrahamic faiths—Christianity, Islam, and Judaism—to create bonds of peace and dialogue. This led to the establishment of the Abrahamic Family House which opened in Abu Dhabi in March of 2023. The Abrahamic Family House will be an interfaith complex that will include a synagogue, mosque, and a church. It is to be a physical manifestation of the Document on Human Fraternity. 

Newscaster: The Vatican says that Declaration the pope signed is a powerful sign of peace and hope for the future of humanity. But not all Catholic scholars agree. Why did it generate controversy?

Edward Pentin: Controversy about this document around one particular phrase which affirms that the diversity of religions is willed by God, and this critic says that this is actually a break with biblical and church teaching. And Bishop Athanasius Schneider told LifeSiteNews that it was actually a betrayal of the gospel and that it relativizes the uniqueness of Jesus Christ and the church. 

[birds chirping, choir singing, children laughing]

Dave Hunt: Satan is not an atheist. He believes in God. He said, “I will be like the Most High.” He is the god of this world. He’s the author of false religions. Satan’s big program is not to make atheists out of everybody, but just to pervert, just to corrupt the truth enough so that they think they’re right with God, they think they’re Christians, when they’re really not! 

Rick Warren: My job over the next 10 years, why I left Saddleback, is to work with churches of every denomination, of every denomination. 

Dave Hunt: You don’t write across a counterfeit “counterfeit.” You try to make a counterfeit as much like the real thing as you can. The Catholic Church is probably the closest counterfeit, because Catholics believe Christ died for their sins, was buried, and rose again. But you can’t get the benefits of Christ except through the Catholic Church!

Rick Warren: Now, I know what you’re thinking: not all of those Christians are your brand!

Jonathan Roumie: For my Protestant brothers and sisters, it’s just developing a deep appreciation and reverence for the Catholic faith and the Catholic tradition, and…

Dave Hunt: “Just a semantic misunderstanding. We’re all united in preaching the gospel.” It’s a lie! It’s a fraud, unless you’re going to say that the Reformation and 450 years of church history was a big mistake!

Adrienne Bankert: Shows like The Chosen are part of a rise in entertainment focused around stories from the Bible.

Whoopie Goldberg: I am a huge fan of the series The Chosen.

Newscaster: The Chosen.

Jonathan Roumie: God put me in this position for a very specific reason, so I have to accept that….

Whoopie Goldberg: It shows the humanity of Jesus in a way we haven’t seen before…in a different way. More than 600 million views…

Joy Behar: Wow! I feel like I should bless myself! I feel like doing this! 

Jonathan Roumie: I’ve got some water here…

Sunny Hostin: He’s got some water!

Jonathan Roumie: I can help with water if you wanna…

Jonathan Roumie: I think we all pray to the same God and people tend to forget that as a result of their denominational or nondenominational upbringing. There is so much reason to unite in Christ, and so that’s been our goal, and I think The Chosen’s been achieving that by virtue of how it’s presenting the story of Christ. 

Joy Behar: In the clip that we saw earlier, which shows Jesus speaking up for marginalized people, the poor, etc., which is the Jesus that we love. Not everyone interprets that message the same way. These days, religion in this country even seems weaponized at times. As a man of deep faith, which you obviously are, does that frustrate you at all?

Jonathan Roumie: I’m a practicing Catholic. I started out as Greek Orthodox. My family is from the Middle East and from Europe, so we’ve had a number of influences, and it’s been a seamless transition to go from one to the other, because Greek Orthodox and Roman Catholicism are very similar. I think that has also set me up for ecumenism in my own heart and my desire to see a unity in the Christian faith. I think we all pray to the same God.

Dave Hunt: We have all this talk of unity…

Jonathan Roumie: I now feel that I’m called to create a sense of unity through community… Trying to have unity through community in Christ has been my goal outside of The Chosen and within The Chosen. I think it’s sort of the theme of what we do in The Chosen. My favorite thing about being Catholic is our understanding of the Eucharist and what it means for Jesus to be truly present in the holy communion. 

Dave Hunt: Christ said, “It’s finished!” Catholic Church says, “It’s not finished!” Hebrews 10 says, “But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of the majesty on high. By one sacrifice he has perfected forever those who are sanctified.” The Catholic Church says, “No, Christ is this little wafer, and He’s being offered over and over and over.”

Jonathan Roumie: You know, it started with the opportunity to meet Pope Francis and the producers from The Chosen saying, “Hey, we want to send a film crew with you and capture this. Oh, and by the way, like, we feel like this could be a jumping off point to a global conversation with so many other spiritual leaders, thinkers, around the world.”

Jonathan Roumie [echoed]: We feel like this could be a jumping off point to a global conversation with so many other spiritual leaders, thinkers, around the world.

Jonathan Roumie: My favorite thing about being Catholic is our understanding of the eucharist and what it means for Jesus to be truly present in the holy communion. That gives me a lot of peace in my soul…and it just makes everything about being Catholic make sense to me.

Adrienne Bankert: One of the most well-known pastors on the planet, who has made it his mission to spread the Word of God and also has been a big part of messaging…

Rick Warren: I’ve had the opportunity to be involved in consulting on other movies of faith. Of course, I helped Mel Gibson when they did The Passion! I helped Mark Burnett and Roma Downey when they did Son of God AD. Things that are well-made are going to get a hearing.

Woman: I’ve met God through Morgan Freeman, and now I’ve met Jesus through you!

Dallas Jenkins: So you’ve got Catholics and Jews and Mormons and evangelicals—we’re all loving the same show, so maybe, just maybe, we love the same Jesus.

Adrienne Bankert: And I think that’s why The Chosen has become successful in a similar way, showing a depiction of Jesus Christ in a much more human way…

Jordan Walker Ross: People of all faiths, all denominations of Christianity, but then outside, like, the Jewish community, we have Muslim fans, we have atheist fans…it’s because of the humanity.

Adrienne Bankert: The way that they have depicted certain storylines that are different than what we read in the Bible…

Dallas Jenkins: I would say 95 percent of our content isn’t actually from the Bible!

Adrienne Bankert: Does that just open this show up to more theological critique, or does it make it more relatable in a way that Jesus Himself might agree with?

Rick Warren: I think the secret behind the success of The Chosen is it’s showing Jesus as He really was…

Dallas Jenkins: So when I put words in Jonathan Roumie’s mouth, and when we’re portraying Jesus and even these disciples, and we’re putting words in their mouth that we have no idea if they were ever said, our operating question is, Is this plausible?

Rick Warren: What The Chosen has done is it’s showing the attractiveness of Jesus.

Dallas Jenkins: Ninety-five percent of the show isn’t actually directly from the Bible.

Rick Warren: It’s the biggest thing on the planet! It’s showing Jesus as He really was.

Narrator: “Tell us, what shall be the sign of thy coming? And of the end of the world?”

Rick Warren: Finishing the Task, or FTT, in shorthand…

Narrator: “And Jesus answered and said unto them…”

Rick Warren: I’m Rick Warren, the founding pastor of Saddleback Church for the past 41 years…

Narrator: “…Take heed that no man deceive you. Take heed.”

Rick Warren: …and the author of The Purpose Driven Life.

Narrator: “…for many shall come in my name, saying…”

Rick Warren: But what you may not know is that I lead the Finishing the Task coalition. 

Narrator: “…saying, I am Christ, and shall deceive many.”

Rick Warren: That is the association of 1600 of the largest and most effective mission agencies, mission boards, churches, denominations, and ministries that have, for the past 21 years, been committed to working together to fulfill Jesus’ Great Commission in our generation. FTT AD 2033 is our goal. 

Narrator: “Behold, I have told you before…”

Rick Warren: So there are 2.6 billion people that say, “I’m not a Muslim…”

Jay Pathak: Right.

Rick Warren: “…I’m not a Hindu.”

Jay Pathak: Okay.

Rick Warren: “I believe in the trinity.” Okay?

Jay Pathak: Yeah.

Rick Warren: Now, of those 2.6 billion, about 1.2 billion are Catholic. 

Dave Hunt: The Roman Catholic Church does not follow the Bible. They deny the sufficiency and also the inerrancy of Scripture. They go by tradition as well as papal decrees. Furthermore, they contradict the Bible in their doctrines and their practices. Well, they’re teaching about salvation. Paul was asked, “Sirs, what must we do to be saved?” He didn’t say a word about sacraments, baptism as an infant, wearing a scapular, prayers to Mary, to the saints, all the things that the Catholic Church says are essential. So the Catholic Church denies the Bible.

Rick Warren: …about 1.2 billion are Catholic. Three hundred million are Eastern Orthodox, Russian Orthodox, Greek Orthodox…they’re Eastern Orthodox. 

Street Interviewer: If you were to die today, are you a hundred percent sure that you’d go to heaven?

Greek Orthodox priest: No, I’m not, because God is good and merciful, but He also says, “As I see, I judge, and my judgment is just.” So am I going to heaven? I hope I am. I do everything I can on a daily basis…

Rick Warren: Three hundred million Eastern Orthodox, Russian Orthodox, Greek Orthodox…they’re Eastern Orthodox. Five hundred million are Pentecostal or charismatic. The rest are Protestant, evangelical, and other brands of indigenous Christians. 

Jay Pathak: Right.

Rick Warren: In order to get to every person on the planet, we’ve got involve all these people.

Jay Pathak: Everybody.

Rick Warren [echo]: We’ve got to involve all these people.

Dave Hunt: This document ECT, as it’s known, the title says everything: Evangelicals and Catholics Together. It doesn’t say some evangelicals and some Catholics. All evangelicals and all Catholics together—in what? Fighting abortion, or homosexuality, or pornography? No: In the Christian Mission in the Third Millennium. What is the Christian mission? To go into all the world and preach the gospel!

Rick Warren: For instance, if there are 8 billion people in the world and we were to get the 2.6 billion who claim to be a Christian to share their faith three times in the next 10 years, they’d cover the world. I’m only asking every Christian to share the witness three times in 10 years! That’s not like rocket science. 

Jay Pathak: It’s reachable!

Rick Warren: Then we’d actually get the gospel to everybody.

Dave Hunt: Well, how can you join with those who have a false gospel in preaching the gospel unto all the world?

Rick Warren [echo]: We’ve got to involve all these people…

Narrator: “I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ. But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.”

Narrator: The Council of Trent held between 1545-1563 in Trent, or Trento now in northern Italy, was the 19th ecumenical council of the Catholic Church, prompted by the Protestant Reformation at the time. It has been described as the embodiment of the Counterreformation. The Council of Trent codified many of the principles which were termed “canons.” Canons are what we evangelicals would call “doctrines” or “statements of faith.” Many of these canons also contained “anathemas,” or curses, and would guide the Roman Catholic Church for the next 450 years. These anathemas are still in effect today.

Dave Hunt: So Vatican II quotes from the Council of Trent. The Council of Trent pronounced more than 100 anathemas damning evangelicals and the gospel they preach, which the Bible preaches.

Narrator: This is Canon (or anathema) 4: “If anyone says that the sacraments of the New Law [the “New Law” is the canons and decrees of the church] are not necessary for salvation, but are superfluous, and that without them, or without the desire of them, men obtain from God through faith alone the grace of justification…let him be anathema.”

Canon 9: If anyone says that the sinner is justified by faith alone…that nothing else is required to cooperate in order to obtain the grace of justification, let him be anathema.

Tragically, a belief in the Jesus of Roman Catholicism will save no one. His finished work on the cross is insufficient!

Dave Hunt: The Council of Trent says, “Whosoever says [or if anyone says] that the sacraments of the New Law are not essential to salvation, but that without them through faith in Christ alone a man can be saved, let him be anathema.” So they teach that you can’t come to Christ and be saved through faith in Him. You only can be saved through the sacraments of the Catholic Church. That’s not biblical. 

The pope in 1995 celebrated the 450th anniversary of the beginning of the Council of Trent! He said, “It is all in full force and effect.” At that time (this is very recently), the Vatican said, “We are not prepared to rescind any of the anathemas!” For 450 years we’ve acknowledged there was a big difference between evangelicals and Catholics!

Rick Warren: Now, of course, just like Muslims and Hindus and Buddhists and Jews, Christians disagree on a lot of different doctrines. Those 2.6 billion wouldn’t agree on everything. But we all agree that Jesus is the true God, not merely a man, who died on the cross to save us from our sins and rose again. So what if we were to really mobilize all of Christ’s church? Catholic, Orthodox, Pentecostal, Protestant, evangelical, independent, and all the other different versions—wouldn’t that make the task a whole lot easier? Yes!

Dave Hunt: They believed sincerely in their hearts there was such a difference that those who believe the Catholic gospel were lost! And that’s why they believed the gospel of the Bible and they got saved, and they wanted the others to be saved. Now, for 450 years, we’ve had that clear distinction. We’ve known that there is the difference between night and day, between heaven and hell.

Narrator: As professing evangelicals join with those who have a false gospel and a false Christ under the banner of finishing the task, and also the TV series The Chosen, which brings together Catholics, Mormons, and an apostate church to “Bring people to the authentic Jesus and fulfill the Great Commission.” The overriding mantra is, “we all love the same Jesus,” as Dallas Jenkins, the creator of The Chosen, has said. Rick Warren has his own unbiblical list of qualifiers he claims makes one a Christian, such as believing in one God, the trinity, and believing that Jesus is the Son of God. Although the aforementioned is all true and biblical, notice Mr. Warren leaves out having the right gospel. The Apostle Paul warned any other gospel, a gospel of works, is accursed, anathema. “It is the gospel that is the power of God unto salvation,” Romans 1:16. 

Rick Warren: Now, I know what you’re thinking: not all of those Christians are your brand. They’re not all our tribe, okay? They’re not all born again…

Narrator: Question: what other kind of Christian is there? If one is not born again, can that person enter into the kingdom of God? John 3:3: “Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 
John 3:7: “Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.”

Rick Warren: They’re not all born again. They don’t all practice the gifts, they don’t…but if you were to say to these 2.6 billion people, Do you believe Jesus is who He said He was, the Son of God? “Oh, yeah, I believe He’s the Son of God.” Do you believe Jesus died on the cross and was resurrected three days later? “Yeah!” Do you believe in the trinity, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit? “Yeah, yeah, I believe in it!” Do you believe Jesus ascended back to heaven and He's coming back one day? “Yeah!” Do you believe He sent His Holy Spirit to start the church on Pentecost? “Yeah!” Then we’re on the same page, okay?

Narrator: James 2:19: “Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.” Having a correct confession of who the biblical God is does not make one a Christian. 

Matthew 8:28-29: “…there met him two possessed with devils…And behold, they cried out, saying, What have we to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of God? art thou come hither to torment us…?”

Luke 4:33-34: “…there was a man, which had a spirit of an unclean devil, and cried out with a loud voice, saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art; the Holy One of God.”

Another account of a demon-possessed man—notice how he even worships Jesus: “But when he saw Jesus afar off, he ran and worshipped him, and cried with a loud voice, and said, What have I to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son of the most high God?” Mark 5:6-7

Correct theology, having the right God and the wrong gospel will save no one. 

Rick Warren: We’re on the same team! So the church is far bigger than you think. Now, in Finishing the Task, guess what? We’re going after the whole church.

Narrator: Jesus said, “…repent ye, and believe the gospel.” Mark 1:15

The Word of God gives us a clear definition of what the gospel is and what it is not.

“Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand; but which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain. For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures….”

Narrator: The gospel is nonnegotiable. It is all about what Jesus has done and not what we can do.

Dave Hunt: The gospel, according to Paul, 1 Corinthians 15, “Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures.” “No,” the Catholic Church says, “He is dying for our sins!” So they reject the sufficiency of Scripture, reject the sufficiency of the cross. Christ said it’s finished! Catholic Church says, “It’s not finished! Christ is still dying!” Vatican II begins: “For it is in the sacred liturgy, especially in the sacrifice of the eucharist, that the work of our redemption is accomplished.” No! The Bible says redemption was accomplished on the cross! The Catholic Church says it’s in the process.

Narrator: The word “eucharist” is from the Greek word eucharistia, meaning, “thanksgiving” for what Jesus accomplished on the cross. It is the most important sacrament of the Roman Catholic Church, and is a commemoration of Christ’s last supper. At communion, the bread and wine are eaten and believed to be the actual body and blood, soul, and divinity of Jesus Christ under the appearance of bread and wine.

Dave Hunt: The Catholic is forbidden to participate in a Protestant communion service, and a Protestant is forbidden to participate in a Catholic Mass. Why? Let me give you an anathema from the Council of Trent: “Whoever says that the sacrifice of the eucharist is merely a commemoration of a sacrifice completed on the cross 1900 years ago and denies that it is in an ongoing sacrifice to be offered for sins of the living and the dead, let him be anathema.” As soon as you say in clear terms this is not biblical and salvation is only by faith in Christ, His finished work, you’ll be thrown out!

Narrator: “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works, lest any man should boast.”

Dave Hunt: So there are many ways in which the Catholic Church contradicts Scripture, and in that which is most essential regarding the salvation of souls.

Narrator: “…not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost; which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior.”

Dave Hunt: So that’s why the Bible says, “The wages of sin is death, the gift of God is eternal life.” The Bible makes it very clear: salvation is a gift. You can’t pay for a gift. You can’t earn a gift. You can’t merit a gift. As soon as you do, try to, you have corrupted it. You have destroyed the gift! So this is what the whole Catholic system does, and it denies salvation must be received as a gift that we can’t merit. All you can do is receive it!

Rick Warren: So Christians all around the world—I’m talking about Catholics, Pentecostals, Protestants, Anglicans, Methodists, Baptists, interdenominational, Orthodox, many, many groups—about 2,000 denominations and major agencies and church networks—have come together in what’s called Finishing the Task, and they actually chose me to lead it for the next 10 years. And as I said, there may be a quarter of a million churches will launch Finishing the Task at Easter.

Newscaster: Wow, that’s amazing!

Greek Orthodox priest: The Orthodox understanding of salvation is that I was saved by Jesus Christ, I’m currently being saved by Him, and I will be saved in the future. So it’s not a one-time thing, it’s not a one-time decision by me, because I change. I sin, but then I’m supposed to get up from my sin. So as long as I keep getting up, I can get to heaven. But if salvation was a one-time decision, then I would be saved…I wouldn’t have to do anything that it says in the gospel. But rather, faith is obedience. So I have to, like in Matthew 25, I have to feed the hungry and clothe the naked and all those things that He said. And if I’m not doing those things, I’m falling short, and will I be saved? The Lord says “no” at that time. He says, “You will go to the left to where the goats are.” So I have to constantly work towards my salvation.

Newscaster: Think of all the different denominations that haven’t always gotten along, even though they all believe in the same one God.

Rick Warren: Yeah.

Adrienne Bankert: And then you think about a show like The Chosen that has people watching from all walks of life, whether they attend church or synagogue or never have walked into a church before. What would you say is the time we are in right now culturally where you are working with this great campaign? Is there a new hunger for belief in God today?

Rick Warren: Oh, oh absolutely, Adrienne! You know, we’ve tried so many other things. People are going, “Well, I may as well try God.”

Narrator: As professing evangelicals unite with the false gospels of the Roman Catholic Church, Eastern Orthodox churches, Anglican churches, etc., tragically these professing believers are the focus of a major seduction and deception, unwittingly ushering in the kingdom and religion of the Antichrist. Another powerful diversion leading evangelicals away from the Word of God is the Catholic-produced Hallow app.

Ainsley Earhardt: …prayer app Hallow, like “hallowed be thy name,” seeing the biggest spike in downloads in its history after this Superbowl ad.

Mark Wahlberg: We thank you for this time to come together as a family, as friends, and as a country. Help us, Lord, especially this Lent, to grow closer to you. Amen. Join us in prayer this Lent on Hallow. Stay prayed up!

Ainsley Earhardt: What was your reaction to breaking history with this app?

Jonathan Roumie: It was awesome!

Ainsley Earhardt: I loved it. Now more than a million people are ready to pray together starting today, because it is Ash Wednesday. God is moving across our country in this incredible response. Congratulations, guys! What’s your reaction to this spike? You broke history!

Jim Caviezel: Reignite your relationship with Jesus. 

Mark Wahlberg: Join me and millions of others on the Hallow app.

Jonathan Roumie: Hallow is doing something I’m incredibly excited for.

Martha MacCallum: Liam Neeson, Mark Wahlberg, there’s all these huge stars on the Hallow app! For people who have no idea what it is, how would you describe this Hallow app to them?

Jonathan Roumie: Whatever your inroad is to a deeper relationship with Christ, Hallow has an option for you. Whatever denomination of Christianity you might fall under, Hallow has an option for you. So it’s…there’s something for everyone. 

Woman: Hallow is a Catholic prayer and meditation app that combines the peace and stillness of meditation with the spiritual growth of contemplative prayer. The meditation section contains night prayer from the church’s Liturgy of the Hours as well as prayers like Examens, Lectio Divinas, and meditations that are all specific to helping you find rest with God. Our daily content is organized by prayer technique, Daily Gospel, Daily Hallow, the Rosary, the Divine Mercy Chaplet, the Examen, Spiritual Writing, Christian Meditation, Silent Prayer, and a number of other prayers built for use on a daily basis.

Jonathan Roumie: On Hallow we take this book called He Leadeth Me written by this Jesuit priest named Father Walter Ciszek and we…it’s a book that’s…all about surrender is the focus of the challenge. And so we pray. Every day we do excerpts from the book: Oh, Jesus, I surrender myself to you. Take care of everything. Oh, Jesus, I surrender myself to you. Take care of everything. Oh, Jesus, I surrender myself to you. Take care of everything. Amen.

Ainsley Earhardt: Wow, that’s beautiful. Yeah. You can choose the voice of who you want to read the meditation that day, and…

Jonathan Roumie: That’s right.

Ainsley Earhardt: …you’re my voice every day!

Mark Wahlerb: I’m a little jealous!

Jonathan Roumie: I do pray with his rosary almost every day.

Ainsley Earhardt: Do you really?

Jonathan Roumie: Check out Hallow. It’s the number one prayer app in the world.

Jonathan Roumie: …I’ve been praying with every day on Facebook Live, you know. A number of them are Protestants and they started asking questions about the rosary and bought beads. And one woman—I can’t remember if she’s a Baptist, but she was Protestant, and she’d never prayed a rosary, never prayed a Divine Mercy Chaplet, and wrote me a message saying that she had signed up for RCIA and was going to get baptized. For me, that’s why I’m doing this. That’s what I’m supposed to be doing right now. If this is what God put me here to do, to be a vessel for the spirit of His Son to work through this TV project The Chosen, to work through this prayer time…

Jonathan Roumie: I’ve gotten dozens of messages from Protestants saying, “I just got my first set of rosary beads!” 

[Group laughing]

Jonathan Roumie: I’ll see you at 3 o’clock for Divine Mercy! I’m like, What? You know…

Woman: That’s awesome!

Jonathan Roumie: …um, yeah…

Dallas Jenkins: Your backdrop looks like you’re a priest already, so maybe you’re not gonna…

[Jonathan Roumie laughs]

Dallas Jenkins: I forgot to put up my rosary backdrop doing a Catholic interview, so…I need to remember what Paul said: “Be all things to all people.” So I’ve gotta…

[Jonathan Roumie laughs]

Dave Hunt: By what alchemy have Catholics, who burned us at the stake, who believe a different gospel, how have they become our brothers and sisters in Christ? How can you conscientiously say this? These men must be deluded. So all down through history, Satan has twisted the Scriptures, has perverted the truth in order to deceive. It’s called “the lie,” and they come under a strong delusion. God says, “You want to believe the lie? I’ll help you believe the lie.” But it is only through the truth that we’re saved. Jesus said, “You continue in my word, then are you my disciples indeed. You will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” So if Satan counteracts the truth with a very clever just changing it enough so that it won’t really save you, so that you’re really not believing the truth, but you’ve believed a lie, thinking that it’s the truth!
